In this workshop we will cover the legal principles of negligence/ duty of care; consent (disclosing 
risks/consent forms/withdrawing consent) and restraint,  then discuss the legal, clinical and hospital process 
issues that can arise in:

• Medical/Surgical 
• Paediatrics 
• Midwifery/Neonatal 
• Aged care 
• Psychiatric 
• Admission, discharge & transfer
