Topics and cases include: Documentation – what story will it tell; The consent process – disclosing the risks; 
the consent form; withdrawal of consent during procedure; conditional consent; Duty of Care – safe 
systems/foreseeable risks in: The environment/process/aged care patient; Staffing; Equipment; Selection process 
– is the patient suitable for day surgery? Discharge planning; Test results – whose responsibility? 
Preparation/positioning/the count; Medication; Recovery stages – observation & monitoring; Two unusual 
assaults; The patient wants to drive home; Discharge & follow up; OH & S issues. 
At the conclusion of the workshop participants will have a comprehensive list of warning signals to assist 
in risk management & safe practice in their hospital.
