Preparation/positioning/the count; Medication; Recovery stages – observation & monitoring; Two assaults; The 
patient wants to drive home; Discharge & follow up; OH & S issues. 
At the conclusion of the workshop participants will have a comprehensive list of warning signals to assist 
in risk management & safe practice in their hospital.
